The fish stock in Uganda is drastically declining resulting in reduced export and therefore reduction in foreign exchange from the sector. 

The overall purpose of the consultancy to develop fisheries accounts to support UBOS, National Planning Authority; Ministry of Agriculture, Animal Industries and Fisheries, and Ministry of Finance, Planning and Economic Development in integrating natural capital accounts in national accounts and reporting systems.

The biggest threat to agriculture is land degradation. The sustainability of agriculture production is thus bleak unless action is taken urgently to reverse land degradation.
